Stella graduated from Indiana University in 1893 and worked as an associate professor of botany at the University of Illinois from 1915-1940 before returning to her family home in Auburn.

Robert Hughes and Marie Hughes Scholarship
Robert Hughes and Marie (Sprott) Hughes were married in 1934 and were lifelong residents of DeKalb County. Robert co-owned Hughes Drug Store in Garrett from 1929 to 1972. 

Elva A. Tess Likens Scholarship
Elva A. Tess Likens was a practical nurse who lived on North Van Buren Street in Auburn.  

Berta M. Willennar Scholarship
Berta Willennar was a member of the Hamilton Methodist Church and participated in many community activities that related to education and philanthropy. Her husband, Orlie, was a teacher in DeKalb and Steuben Counties. They were married in 1931.

In 1938 he won the Sullivan Award as the nation’s top amateur athlete. Lash retired from the FBI in 1982 and served two terms in the Indiana General Assembly. He was inducted into the USA Track and Field Hall of Fame in 1995.
